I am a retired graphic designer. | have 40 years of graphic arts experi-
ence, working as a Graphic Artist, Art Director, and Creative Director
for various Advertising Agencies. For the last 17 years, | was owner/
operator of my own Graphic Design company before retiring in 2008.
It was after retiring that | began to paint. | work in Watercolor and Oils.
My paintings are done relatively tight with an technical illustration qual-
ity to them. | work in color, but | also work in continuous tone black

& white for some watercolors. A sunset relies on the color of a great
Sky for its impact, and rarely would look good black and white image.
Colorful birds, flowers, fashion...there are many times when the only
logical approach is to paint your subject in color. On the other hand,
some subjects are ideally suited to black and white. B&W has a stark-
ness that color cannot capture. B&W allows us to see details that are
not as apparent in color. Shadows, shapes and their relationships are
easily overlooked in color images, because that’s what we’re used to
seeing around us. | continually look at everything around me and see
the colors, the shades, the highlights as if | were going to paint it.

the imagery | present. Themes of joy, celebration,
empowerment, romance, environment and self
awareness are some of my favorites to explore.
The glazed works are then fired to cone 0/6. My
work is whimsical and serious at the same time.
Retaining my artistic integrity is important to me. |
want each piece | make to be unique and to carry
my artistic handprint. | enjoy dealing with color
and pattern, order and disarray, rough edges and
soft lines. | try to achieve continuity with repeti-
tion and to create chaos with unexpected color
changes and patterns. | employ all the elements
of the visual arts and combine them with the
written word using alliteration and consonance,
rhyme and rhythm to create new images in the
mind of the beholder and to create multi-faceted
artworks that venture beyond the decorative and
delve into the realm of symbolism and personal
significance. | have been a studio artist for 30
